•	 The contestants must be 13-19 years of age, and currently enrolled in an Ontario Secondary School 

or equivalent program.
•	 The essay must be submitted on or before Monday, January 13, 2025, by 2:00 p.m. 

Late entries will not be accepted.
•	 Entries must include the contestant’s full name, email address, phone number and name of their school and 

school board on the front page of their essay.
